While any other digits (besides seconds) are selected (flashing), press ®) to
increase the number. Holding down (B) changes the current selection at high
speed. While the 12/24 hour setting is selected, press (B) to switch between the
two formats.

When in any mode, press @ to advance the analog time setting.

Hold down (® advances the analog setting at high speed. You can only advance the
setting and cannot reverse it.

The
month digits flash because they are selected.

« The watch does not make any allowance for leap years. Be sure to manually set

February 29 (when one occurs) for the appropriate date.

« If you do not operate any button for a few minutes while a selection is flashing, the
